In addition to the clear business continuity
benefits, NonStop AutoSYNC plays an
important role during system migration.
Once the new system is installed,
AutoSYNC can be configured to synchro-
nize everything from the old system to the
new system, and keep them in sync during
system test and burn-in. This approach
lessens the migration risk considerably.
