Because its infrastructure must
reliably support the day-to-day
clearing of payments among banks

It turned to three complementary products to provide 100
percent replication of the infrastructure: the HP NonStop Remote Database Facility
(NonStop RDF) plus NonStop AutoTMF and NonStop AutoSYNC software devel-
oped by Carr Scott Software for HP. These combined products provide a hot
standby system for BBS’s mission-critical HP NonStop systems.

As an adjunct to NonStop RDF, NonStop AutoTMF software enables the company
to replicate updates to the unaudited half of its database—with no change to appli-
cation code. “Not only does NonStop AutoTMF enable us to use NonStop RDF
software to replicate files that previously were not audited, but it also improves
performance and throughput,” said John Green, BBS technical manager.

NonStop AutoSYNC software forms the third leg of the business continuity solu-
tion. While NonStop RDF replicates only the changes to the database, NonStop
AutoSYNC copies the other files. For true disaster protection, it takes care of repli-
cating huge intermediate files that are generated quickly and never updated again.

More important, BBS uses NonStop AutoSYNC to ensure that the system’s source
and object code, as well as a variety of other files, are kept synchronized between
the primary and the backup systems. Without NonStop AutoSYNC, every time you
change a piece of code on the primary system, you would need to ensure that you
change it on the backup system at the same time.

The combined NonStop RDF, NonStop AutoTMF, and NonStop AutoSYNC

solution has enabled BBS to build a secure disaster recovery environment in
which not just the data but the entire infrastructure is replicated.
